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  CASE STUDY  

¶ Ashokian is a country located in South Asian region. The country gained its independence in 

the month of August 1947 and since then has been administered by a democratically elected 

government. The country was earlier known as United Colonies of Ashoka and Akbar 

(hereinafter referred to as the 'UCAA') but due to a partition of the country two successor 

states came into being namely 'Republic of Ashokian' (hereinafter referred to as the 

'Ashokian')  and 'Kingdom of Akbarian' (hereinafter referred to as the 'Akbarian'). In 1974 

and subsequently in 1998 Ashokian tested one and three nuclear bombs respectively. Within a 

month of the 1998 nuclear tests being conducted by Ashokian its neighbour Akbarian also 

tested two nuclear bombs. Since then as per the world media an ugly nuclear race has started 

in the region. 

¶ The partition of UCAA was done on religious grounds and hence Akbarian has always been a 

hotspot of religious terrorism. In recent past the world media has reported the possibility of 

many terrorist groups operating from Akbarian. As per recent Interpol reports the main aim of 

these terrorist groups is to make Ashokian an unstable country and to indulge in creating and 

training of fundamentalist warmongers. 

¶ In 2003 Ashokian created a Nuclear Command Authority (hereinafter referred to as the 

'NCA' )  to be headed by the Prime Minister of the country. NCA is the organisation to 

command, control and be the operational decisions maker for Ashokian's nuclear weapons 

programme. NCA is further assisted by two more organisations namely Strategic Forces 

Command (hereinafter referred to as the 'SFC') and Kalam Atomic Research Centre 

(hereinafter referred to as the 'KARC'). 

¶ In Autumn 2015 Retd. Marshal of the Air Force Gagan Singh Chandiok (VC, KC, YSM, 

AVSM) was appointed the Vice Chairman of the NCA and thus ex-officio became the chief of 

SFC. He was handed over one of the three Nuclear Launch Codes. Only if all three are entered 

can the nukes be launched. However, just one is sufficient for causing a nuclear meltdown. It 

is a 6 digit code based on the name of some operation relating to Ashokian Nuclear 

Programme.  

¶ In January 2016 eight terrorists attacked the Neelamnagar Research Facility of the SFC. They 

held a female security guard of Central Industrial Security Force (hereinafter referred to as 

the óCISFô) hostage. During the attack terrorists hurled grenades etc. and used automatic and 

semi-automatic guns. Two terrorists ran towards the main operating base of the SFC and 

entered some code in the computer server after which a nuclear meltdown  
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started in the reactor kept for research purposes. After a 39 hours fierce gun battle between the 

security forces and terrorists, 7 of the terrorists were killed and one of them named Khatmal 

Lakeer Kabab was apprehended. Fortunately enough a Nuclear Disaster Response Team 

reached the spot and the facility was evacuated. No casualty or harm was reported. 

¶ During a search operation many blueprints and maps were found from the bag packs of the 

dead terrorists which included maps of the SFC, KARC, Army Central and West Command, 

Ashokian Parliament and of the 7 Race Road (The Ashokian PM's official residence). 

¶ After a brief custody under CISF, the apprehended terrorist was handed over to the National 

Investigation Agency (hereinafter referred to as the 'NIA'). 

¶ After receiving due permission from the Ministry of Home Affairs on 27th January, 2016 in 

this behalf the NIA took the apprehended terrorist into custody and started investigating the 

incident after duly registering an FIR. 

¶ During the investigation Gagan Singh Chandiok's name came up as the person who allegedly 

provided all the blueprints and other information to the terrorists for conducting the said 

terrorist strike. 

¶ The NIA added Gagan Singh as an accused in the case and subsequently congnizance was 

taken by Special Court, Neelamnagar. 

¶ Both the defendants pleaded not guilty and the case was committed for trial by the Special 

Court.

The National Investigation Agency has today registered an FIR at its Neelamnagar, HQ's Police Station, 

in connection with the above noted incident.  

A 10 member team of the NIA has started investigating the matter and the team is being led by Shri 

Ashok Kumar, Supt. of Police who is also the Chief Investigating Officer in the case.

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ANNEXURE - 4  

Statements recorded under Section 161 Cr PC 

1. Khatmal Lakeer Kabab (Accused) 

My name is Khatmal Lakeer Kabab and I am not a terrorist. I am an Ashokian national only. On the 

day of incident I was near the Neelamnagar SFC facility. I was frustrated and wanted to commit suicide 

and that is why I went towards the sea. However, on reaching there I heard a lot of noises which seemed 

to me like bomb explosions and RPG's etc. After hearing all that I thought that I should go where all 

this is happening and stand in front of a bomb or RPG so that I will not need to commit suicide and will 

die with the explosion only.  

Somehow I lost my way and reached a room full of computers and other gadgets. I was fascinated to 

see such advanced computer machines and tried to open it and that is when the CISF apprehended me. 

I had no nuclear launch codes.  

I do not have a passport or any other form of identity as I hail from a village lying just next to the LoC 

between Ashokian and Akbarian. But I am certainly an Ashokian citizen.  

I had no arms when I was caught. 

2. Retd. Marshal Gagan Singh Chandiok (Co-accused) 

I do not know why I am being falsely implicated in this case. 

I have no connection with the accused persons. I did not give any codes or maps to anyone. 

The message that was sent from my Eyebook account was not sent by me. I do not even use eyebook 

much. And a day before the incident my Eyebook account was hacked.  

I had no access to eyebook account at the moment when the message was allegedly sent from my 

account as I was having ice cream with my wife in Ritz restaurant, Neelamnagar.

3. Wife of Marshal 

We were having Ice Cream when the incident happened in a 5 star restaurant. My husband is a decorated 

army officer. He will never do such things. He is a nationalist. He himself told me on 22nd of January 

that his Eyebook account has been hacked. 

I do not have any bills of the ice cream parlour because no civilised person will keep a restaurant bill. 

We did not know that he will be falsely implicated in such a case or else I would have kept the bills 

with me. 

4. Laxmi Bai, Constable, CISF (PW 1) 

On 25th night I was on guard duty in SFC, Neelamnagar.  

A van came and around 8 people came out of the van. They took me in captivity. 

After that they took one building and after a long gun battle 7 of them were killed. 

I saw one of them running towards the server room. 

5. Commandant Tanoj Kumar Pandey (PW 2) 

When on wireless I received a message of a seige of the  SFC facility I reached there with 97 men of 

my battalion 

On reaching there we killed all 7 terrorists. 

Another person was found in the server room but no arms or ammunitions were recovered from him. 

However, someone had entered the nuclear launch codes causing a nuclear meltdown at the facility but 

I did not see Mr. Kabab doing any such thing there. 

6. Expert witnesses  

Expert witnesses as provided earlier in the problem may be briefed either as Nuclear Expert (M.N. 

Pyaas) by the Prosecution or as Cyber Crimes Expert (Rakesh Marwari) by the Defendant.

¶ Exhibits of the case are already before the 

Honourable Court.  

¶ Teams may examine at least minimum 

number of the witnesses, within the time 

allotted to them.  

¶ Teams should, before the commencement 

of a round, notify the court officers, as to 

which of the witnesses they would 

examine in the course of the trial. 

Preliminary Rounds & 

Quarter Finals  

The host institution will provide the 

witnesses. The witnesses will be generally 

briefed and assigned by the administrator.  
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Except Preliminary rounds all other 

rounds are Knock Out rounds.  

Qualifications will be strictly based on the

¶ Arguments must not exceed 15 (fifteen) pages. 

The font size should be 12, Font  Style should   

be Times New Roman and line spacing should 

be 1.5 . Footnotes must be in font size 10, Font 

style Times New Roman, Line spacing 1. 

¶ Uniform mode of citation should be followed. 

¶ Memorials must have a one-inch margin on all 

sides of each page. 

¶ Page numbering should be on the bottom right 

side of each page. 

The cover page of Memorials must state the 

following  

1. The cause title. 

2. Identity of brief as Prosecution or Defence.  

3. Team code alloted. 

However, identity of the institution shall not be 

revealed anywhere in the memorial. Instead code  
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numbers allotted  to  the  teams  should  be  

mentioned.  Violation  of  this  provision  shall  

result  in  penalties  including disqualification. The 

Administratorôs decision shall be final.  

The teams shall have an option to submit a 

separate paper book of not more than 25 pages 

(printed on both sides), which shall carry all the 

annexure and case laws that have been referred to 

in the memorial. The paper book shall have  a 

white cover  and  2 copies  shall be submitted at   

 

the  time  of registration.  Any identifying 

marks/seal of the college on the paper book shall 

attract severe penalties including disqualification.
